- Concentrate the human resources on a smaller number of priorities
The Commission proposes that the Member States and the regions should concentrate the structural fund and national budgets resources on a smaller number of thematic priorities related to the objectives of Europe 2020.

- Creating a “performance reserve” to reward the best performances
A relatively small part of the cohesion policy budget (probably 3% of the total) may be kept as a reserve and used for bonuses to the Member States and regions that had the highest success in reaching and exceeding the established objectives.

- The presence of pre-conditions for approving the operational programs and for making payments
The Commission proposes establishing specific conditions for each Member State. These can refer to applying the improvements in the public administration or to reforms of the national legislation (e.g.: regulations on employment and environmental standards) or the presence of strategies specific to certain key areas of intervention.

For the more developed or transition regions at least 80% (60%) of the total resources of the European Fund for Regional Development are allocated on a national level for:
· Consolidating research, technological development and innovation
· Improving the competitiveness of small and medium sized enterprises
· Supporting the transition toward an economy with low carbon dioxide emissions in all sectors (20% shall be allocated to the energy efficiency and energy from renewable sources)
The co-funding proposed for the more developed regions is of 50%

The planning process shall take into account the objectives established in the 2020 Strategy, as well as the enlisting of the region in the “more developed regions” category.
