The City Hall of the Municipality of Bucharest signed in October 2011 a financing agreement for the consolidation, reconditioning and preservation of the “Vasile Urseanu” Observatory

The project is financed by means of Regio – 2007 – 2013 Regional Operational Program, Priority Axis 5 “Sustainable development and tourism promotion”, Key Area of Intervention 5.1. “Restoration and sustainable capitalization of the cultural patrimony, as well as creating/modernizing the related infrastructures”.
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The general objective of the project 

Capitalizing the touristic and cultural potential of this landmark, contributing thus to the development of the Municipality of Bucharest and hence to that of the Bucharest-Ilfov region.
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The importance of the objective
The “Amiral Vasile Urseanu” observatory is the only observatory in the country open to the public.
It owes its existence first of all to the Vasile Urseanu admiral but also to Victor Anestin, a promoter of astronomy and science.
It was set up in the year 1910 and it immediately became a symbol of the astronomy enthusiasts. 
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The need of implementing the project
· Citizens and tourists access to visiting the patrimony objectives
· Protecting the cultural identity of Bucharest, of the Bucharest-Ilfov region and of Romania
· Educating the youth in developing their cultural heritage and protecting the national patrimony;
· Sustainable economic development of the Bucharest-Ilfov region;
· Ensuring and adequate environment for organizing cultural events, national and international events;
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Implementation period 43 months
The project total value: 11,105,896.48 Lei, out of which:
The project  non-eligible value: 1,443,380.14 Lei
The project eligible value: 7,525,896.24 Lei
VAT: 2,136,620.10 Lei
Non-reimbursable financial assistance: 7,375,378.32 Lei
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The project activities
The works shall be carried out based on the minimum intervention principle, so that the aspect of the monument shall be as close as possible to the original one, by maintaining its specific character, configuration, characteristics and details: 
· Repairing and restoring the supporting structure, where necessary, and repairing the related installations;
· Carrying out works for changing the functionality that will allow the access of disabled persons to the building;
· Ensuring decorative/architectural outdoor lighting;
· Achieving a landscape design.
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Expected results
The project for which financing is being requested is a component of the preoccupation of the Municipality of Bucharest, represented by the General Council of the Municipality of Bucharest, in order to save from ruin, to consolidate, to restore and to capitalize the cultural patrimony of Bucharest, having positive effects on developing the tourism and economy in the region.
