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The City Hall of the Municipality of Bucharest signed in July 2011 a financing agreement for the rehabilitation and consolidation of the “Dr. Nicolae Minovici” Museum

The project is financed by means of Regio – 2007 – 2013 Regional Operational Program, Priority Axis 5 “Sustainable development and tourism promotion”, Key Area of Intervention 5.1. “Reconditioning  and sustainable capitalization of the cultural patrimony, as well as creating/modernizing the related infrastructures”.
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The project general objective

Reconditioning, consolidating, rehabilitating, protecting and sustainably capitalizing the “Dr. Nicolae Minovici Museum” monument, included in the national patrimony and known as one of the most remarkable Romanian style houses. 
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The importance of the objective
The “Dr. Nicolae Minovici Museum” was accomplished by the architect Cristofi Cerchez at the request and guidance of Dr. Nicolaie Minovici. The monument built in 1905 combines the architecture of the fortified Romanian house, tower type, with elements of popular architecture like: the porch, the exterior ladder, the gazebo and decorative elements of Brancovenu origin. Through its characteristics, the monument combines in a great osmosis specific local influences with the indisputable resonances of the contemporary western European Art Nouveau.
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The need of implementing the project
Time passing, the earthquakes of the 1940 and 1977, as well as the less inspired repairs have severely affected the building of the “Dr. Nicolae Minovici Musem”. As a consequence to advanced degradation, the museum does no longer function since 2004 and is at present in a severe state of degradation. The urgency of implementing the project derives especially from the need of consolidating the “Dr. Nicolae Minovici Musem” in order to avoid its future degradation and irreparable damages.

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The project activities
· Specific interventions for repairs and consolidation, fit-up works

· Building parking lots,
· Setting up an one stop tourist office
· Landscaping, 
· Rehabilitating the workshop for restoring the patrimony objects etc.
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Expected results
The project for which financing is being requested is a component of the preoccupation of the Municipality of Bucharest, represented by the General Council of the Municipality of Bucharest, in order to save from ruin, to consolidate, to restore and to capitalize the cultural patrimony of Bucharest, having positive effects on developing the tourism and economy in the region.
The reintegration of this museum ensemble into the touristic circuit shall lead to the creating of new jobs, shall make possible to visit the objectives the whole year round (minimum 2000 visitors in the first year), leading to the development of the touristic potential and thus to the economic development of the region.
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
